Permits

required for the temporary storage and exhibition

of fireworks shall be obtained from the local fire

code official in accordance with the provisions of
the Revised Code and rule 1301:7-7-33 of the

Administrative Code.

the permit. Issuedpermitsshall be kept on the
premisegesignatedhereinat all timesandshallbe
readily availablefor inspectionby the fire code
official.

Emergency Planning and Preparedness

emergencyproceduresdescribedin their fire
evacuationandfire safetyplans.Training shall be

plan. The fire safety and evacuationplans for
assemblyoccupancieshallincludethe information
requiredby paragraph (D)(3)(404.3) of this rule
and a detailed seatingplan, occupantload, and
occupantoad limit. Deviationsfrom the approved
plansshall be allowed providedthe occupantoad
limit for the occupancyis not exceededand the
aisles and exit accessways remain unobstructed.

Announcements. In theaters,motion picture

theaters, auditoriums and similar assembly
occupanciesn Group A usedfor noncontinuous
programsan audibleannouncemenghall be made
not morethan 10 minutesprior to the startof each
programto notify the occupantsf the location of

the exits to be usedin the eventof a fire or other
emergency.

Exception: In motion picture theaters,the
announcemens allowedto be projecteduponthe
screenin a mannerapprovedby the fire code
official.

Decorative Materials

OAC 1301:7-7-08(E)(1); OFC 805.1General. In
occupanciesof Groups A, E, | and R-1 and
dormitories in Group R-2, curtains, draperies,
hangingsand otherdecorativematerialssuspended
from walls or ceilings shall be flame resistantin
accordancewith paragraph (E)(2)(805.2)of this
rule andNFPA 701 as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of
the Administrative Code or be noncombustible.

In Groupsl-1 andl-2, combustibledecorationshall
be flame retardantunlessthe decorationssuchas



photographsand paintings, are of such limited
guantitiesthat a hazardof fire developmentor
spreadis not present.In Group I-3, combustible
decorations are prohibited.

OAC 1301:7-7-08(E)(1)(b); OFC 805.1.2Flame-
resistant materials. The permissibleamount of
flame-resistantlecorativematerialsshallnotexceed
10 per cent of the aggregateareaof walls and
ceilings.

Exception: In auditoriums of Group A, the

The useof unlisted
electrical wiring and lighting on decorative
vegetation shall be prohibited.

retardanceshallbe documentedindcertified by the
manufacturer in an approved manner.

Electrical fixtures and wiring. The useof unlisted
electrical wiring and lighting on decorative
vegetationshallbe prohibited.The useof electrical
wiring andlighting on metalartificial treesshallbe
prohibited.

OAC 1301:7-7-08(E)(1); OFC 805.1General. In
occupanciesof Groups A, E, | and R-1 and
dormitories in Group R-2, curtains, draperies,
hangingsand otherdecorativematerialssuspended
from walls or ceilings shall be flame resistantin
accordancewith paragraph (E)(2)(805.2)of this
rule andNFPA 701 as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of
the Administrative Code or be noncombustible.

In Groupsl-1 andl-2, combustibledecorationshall
be flame retardantunlessthe decorationssuchas
photographsand paintings, are of such limited

guantitiesthat a hazardof fire developmentor

spreadis not present.In Group I-3, combustible
decorations are prohibited.

Obstruction of meansof egressNo decoration®or
other objects shall be placedto obstruct exits,
accessthereto, egresstherefrom, or visibility
thereof.

Furnishings

OAC 1301:7-7-08(C)(2); OFC 803.2Group A.
The requirementsn paragraphs (C)(2)(a)(803.2.1)
and (C)(2)(b)(803.2.2)of this rule shall apply to
occupancies in Group A.

OAC 1301:7-7-08(C)(2)(a); OFC 803.2.1Foam
plastics. Exposedfoam plastic materials and



unprotectednaterialscontainingfoam plasticused
for decorativepurposer stagesceneryor exhibit
boothsshall havea maximumheatreleaserate of

100 kilowatts (kW) whentestedin accordancavith

UL 1975 as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the

Administrative Code.

Exceptions:

1. Individual foam plasticitemsor itemscontaining
foam plasticwherethe foamplasticdoesnot exceed
1 pound (0.45 kg) in weight.

2. Cellularor foam plasticshall be allowedfor trim
not in excessof 10 per centof the wall or ceiling
area,providedit is not lessthan 20 poundsper
cubic foot (320 kg per cubic meter)in density,is
limited to 0.5 inch (12.7 mm) in thicknessand 4
inches(102 mm) in width, and complieswith the
requirementdor ClassB interior wall and ceiling
finish, exceptthatthe smoke-developethdex shall
not be limited.

Electrical

conditionsin permanentviring shall be broughtto

the attentionof the code official responsiblefor

enforcemenof the building code and NFPA 70 as

listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the Administrative

Code. Electrical wiring, devices,appliancesand
other equipmentthat is modified or damagedand
constitutesan electricalshockor fire hazardshall

not be used.

OAC 1301:7-7-06(E)(4); OFC 605.4 Multiplug

adapters. Multiplug adapters,such as cube
adaptersunfusedplug stripsor any otherdevicenot
complyingwith the building code and NFPA 70 as
listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the Administrative
Code shall be prohibited.

OAC 1301:7-7-06(E)(5); OFC 605.5 Extension
cords. Extensioncordsandflexible cordsshall not
be a substitutefor permanentwiring. Extension

cords and flexible cords shall not be affixed to
structures,extendedthrough walls, ceilings or
floors, or underdoorsor floor coverings,nor shall
suchcordsbe subjectto environmentadamageor
physicalimpact.Extensioncordsshallbe usedonly
with portable appliances.

OAC 1301:7-7-06(E)(6); OFC 605.6Unapproved
conditions. Openjunction boxesand open-wiring
splicesshall be prohibited. Approvedcoversshall
be provided for all switch and electrical outlet
boxes.

OAC 1301:7-7-06(E)(7); OFC 605.7Appliances.
Electricalappliancesandfixturesshallbetestedand
listed in publishedreportsof inspectedelectrical
equipmentby an approvedagencyandinstalledin
accordancevith all instructionsincludedas part of
such listing.

Fire Lanes

OAC 1301:7-7-05C)(4); OFC 503.40bstruction
of fire apparatus accessroads. Fire apparatus
accesgoadsshallnot be obstructedn any manner,
including the parking of vehicles.The minimum
widths and clearancesestablishedin paragraph
(C)(2)(a)(503.2.1yf this rule shallbe maintainedat
all times.

Smoking

OAC 1301:7-7-03(J)(2); OFC 310.2Prohibited
areas. Smoking shall be prohibited where
conditionsare suchasto makesmokinga hazard,
and in spaceswhere flammable or combustible
materials are stored or handled.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(J)(4); OFC 310.4Removal of
signs prohibited. A posted"No Smoking" sign
shall not be obscuredremoved,defaced mutilated
or destroyed.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(J)(5); OFC 310.5Compliance
with "No Smoking" signs. Smokingshall not be
permitted nor shall a personsmoke, throw or
depositany lighted or smolderingsubstancen any
place where "No Smoking" signs are posted.

Heating Equipment



OAC 1301:7-7-06(C)(4); OFC 603.4Unvented
heaters. Unventedfuel-fired heatingequipment
shallbe prohibitedin occupanciesn GroupsA, E, I,
R-1, R-2, R-3 and R-4. Portable kerosene-fired
space or room heaters shall be equipped with an
automatic extinguishing tip-over device. Any
natural gas-fired or liquid petroleum gas-fired
space or room heater shall be equipped with an
oxygen depletion safety shutoff system and the
source of fuel shall be piped from a location outside
the building. All unvented heaters shall be marked
by the manufacturer in some conspicuous manner
that the heater has been approved and listed by one
of the authoritative sources listed in rule 1301:7-7-
01 of the Administrative Code.

Exception: Listedandapprovedunventeduel-fired
heaters in one- and two-family dwellings.

Waste Materials

accumulation prohibited. Combustible waste
materialcreatinga fire hazardshall not be allowed
to accumulatein buildings or structuresor upon
premises.

Accumulationsof wastepapenyvood, hay,
straw, weeds,litter or combustibleor flammable
wasteor rubbishof anytype shall not be permitted
to remainon aroof or in any court,yard, vacantlot,
alley, parking lot, open space,or beneatha
grandstandbleacher,pier, wharf, manufactured

home, recreational vehicle or other similar structure.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(D)(1)(c); OFC 304.1.3Space
underneath seats.Spacesunderneathgrandstand
and bleacher seats shall be kept free from
combustibleandflammablematerials Exceptwhere
enclosedn notlessthanl1-hourfire-resistance-rated
constructionin accordancevith the building code
as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the Administrative
Code, spacesunderneattgrandstandand bleacher
seatsshall not be occupiedor utilized for purposes
other than means of egress.

OAC 1301:7-7-03 (D)(3)(a); OFC 304.3.1
Spontaneousignition. Materials susceptibleto
spontaneousgnition, such as oily rags, shall be
storedin a listed disposalcontainer.Contentsof

suchcontainersshall be removedand disposedof
daily.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(E)(2); OFC 305.2Hot ashes
and spontaneousignition sources.Hot ashes,
cinders,smolderingcoalsor greasyor oily materials
subject to spontaneousignition shall not be
depositedin a combustiblereceptaclewithin 10
feet (3048 mm) of other combustible material
including combustiblewalls andpartitionsor within
2 feet (610 mm) of openings to buildings.

Exception: The minimum required separation
distanceto other combustiblematerialsshall be 2
feet (610 mm) wherethe materialis depositedn a
covered,noncombustiblereceptacleplacedon a
noncombustible floor, ground surface or stand.

Storage

OAC 1301:7-7-03(N)(2); OFC 314.2 Fixtures
and displays. Fixturesand displaysof goodsfor
saleto the public shallbe arrangedsoasto maintain
free,immediateand unobstructeciccesgo exits as
requiredby rule 1301:7-7-10 of the Administrative
Code.

OAC 1301:7-7-03 (N)(3); OFC 314.3 Highly
combustible goods. The display of highly
combustiblegoods, including but not limited to
fireworks, flammable or combustible liquids,
liquefied flammable gases,oxidizing materials,
pyroxylin plasticsand agriculturalgoodsin main
exit accessaisles, corridors, covered malls, or
within 5 feet (1524 mm) of entrancego exits and
exterior exit doors is prohibited when a fire
involving such goodswould rapidly preventor
obstruct egress.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(N)(4); OFC 314.4 Vehicles.
Liquid- or gas-fueledvehicles, boats or other
motorcraftshall not be locatedindoors exceptas
follows:

(a) Batteries are disconnected.

(c) Fuel tanks and fill openingsare closedand
sealed to prevent tampering.

Open Flames

A personshallnot utilize or allow to be utilized, an
openflamein connectionwith a public meetingor
gatheringfor purposesof deliberation,worship,
entertainmentamusementinstruction, education,
recreation, awaiting transportationor similar
purposein assemblyor educationaloccupancies
without first obtaininga permitin accordancavith
rule 1301:7-7-01 of the Administrative Code.

OAC 1301:7-7-03(H)(3)(g); OFC 308.3.7Group
A occupancies.Open-flamedevicesshall not be
used in a Group A occupancy.

Exceptions:

1. Open-flamedevicesareallowedto be usedin the

3. Gas lights are allowed to be used provided
adequateprecautionssatisfactoryto the fire code
official aretakento preventignition of combustible
materials.

Fire Extinguishers

required. Portablefire extinguishersshall be
installed in the following locations:

(@) In all GroupA, B, E,F, H, I, M, R-1,R-2,R-4
and S occupancies.

(b) Within 30 feet (9144 mm) of commercial
cooking equipment.

(c) In areasvhereflammableor combustibldiquids
are stored, used or dispensed.

(f) Special-hazardreasjncludingbut notlimited to
laboratoriescomputerooms,andgeneratorooms,
where required by the fire code official.

OAC 1301:7-7-09(F)(4); OFC 906.4 Cooking
greasefires. Fire extinguishersprovided for the
protectionof cooking greasefires shall be of an
approvedtype compatiblewith the automaticfire-
extinguishingsystemagentandin accordancevith
paragraph (D)(11)(e)(904.11.5)f this rule.

OAC 1301:7-7-09 (F)(6); OFC 906.6
Unobstructed and unobscured.Fire extinguishers
shall not be obstructedor obscuredirom view. In
roomsor areasin which visual obstructioncannot
be completelyavoided,meansshall be providedto
indicate the locations of extinguishers.

Maximum Occupant Load

Overcrowding. Overcrowdingor admittanceof any
personbeyondthe approvedcapacityof a building
or a portion thereofshall not be allowed.

condition which constitutesa life safety hazard,
shallbe authorizedo causethe eventto be stopped

until such condition or obstruction is corrected.

Means of Egress

Location. Tents,canopiesor membranestructures
shallnot be locatedwithin 20 feet (6096 mm) of lot
lines, buildings, othertents,canopiesor membrane
structures parkedvehiclesor internal combustion
engines.For the purposeof determiningrequired
distances,supportropesand guy wires shall be
consideredas part of the temporary membrane
structure, tent or canopy.

OAC 1301:7-7-24 (C)(8)(d); OFC 2403.8.4
Connecting corridors. Tents or membrane
structuresare allowed to be joined togetherby

meansof corridors.Exit doorsshall be providedat

eachend of suchcorridor. On eachside of such
corridor and approximatelyoppositeeach other,

there shall be provided openingsnot lessthan 12

feet (3658 mm) wide.

OAC 1301:7-7-24(D)(2); OFC 2404.2 Flame-
resistanttreatment. Beforea permitis grantedthe
owneror agentshallfile with thefire codeofficial a
certificate executed by an approved testing
laboratory,certifying that the tents, canopiesand
membranestructuresand their appurtenances,
sidewalls,drops and tarpaulins,floor coverings,
bunting, combustible decorative materials and
effects,including sawdustwhen usedon floors or
passagewayshall be composeddf flame-resistant
materialor shallbetreatedwith aflameretardanin
an approvedmannerand meetthe requirementgor
flame resistanceas determinedn accordancevith
NFPA 701 as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the
Administrative Code, andthatsuchflameresistance
is effective for the period specified by the permit.

OAC 1301:7-7-24 (D)(5); OFC 2404.5
Combustible materials. Hay, straw, shavingsor
similar combustiblematerialsshall not be located
within any tent, canopy or membranestructure
containing an assemblyoccupancy,except the
materialsnecessaryor the daily feedingandcareof



animals.Sawdustand shavingsutilized for public
performanceor exhibit shall not be prohibited
providedthe sawdustand shavingare kept damp.
Combustiblematerialsshall not be permittedunder
standsor seatsat any time. The areaswithin and
adjacento the tentor air-supportedstructureshall
be maintainedclearof all combustiblematerialsor
vegetationthat could createa fire hazardwithin 20
feet (6096 mm) from the structure.Combustible
trashshall be removedat leastoncea day from the
structureduring the periodthe structureis occupied
by the public.

OAC 1301:7-7-24(D)(6); OFC 2404.6Smoking.
Smokingshallnot be permittedin tents,canopiesor
membranestructures.Approved ONo SmokingO
signsshall be conspicuouslypostedin accordance
with paragraph (J)(310) of rule 1301:7-7-03 of the
Administrative Code.

OAC 1301:7-7-24(D)(7); OFC 2404.7Open or

exposed flame. Open flame or other devices
emitting flame, fire or heator any flammableor

combustibleliquids, gas,charcoalor othercooking
deviceor any otherunapprovedlevicesshallnot be
permittedinside or locatedwithin 20 feet (6096
mm) of the tent, canopyor membranestructures
while opento the public unlessapprovedoy thefire

code official.

Conditions for approval are as follows:

¥ This approvalis applicableonly to this
event.

¥ Theflameresistancef thetentmaterialand
all other fire safetyrequirementsamust be
strictly adhered to.

¥ Theremustbe a minimum clearanceof at
leastthree(3) feetbetweerthetentmaterials
and the cooking device.

¥ At leastoneportablefire extinguishemwith a
minimum 4-A rating, or two portablefire
extinguisherswith a minimum 2-A rating
each, shall be provided in the tent.
Additionally, at least one portable fire
extinguisherwith a minimum rating of 40-
BC shall be available for the cooking
operation.

¥ The open flame cooking device shall be
substantiallyseparatedrom the public and
public seating.

¥ Thetentmaterialshall be checkeddaily for
accumulationsof greaseand any such

accumulation shall be immediately removed

¥ Thepresencef combustiblematerialsshall
be prohibited within three (3) feet of the
open flame.

fire extinguishers.Portablefire extinguishershall
be providedasrequiredby paragraph (F)(906)of
rule 1301:7-7-09 of the Administrative Code.

Compressed Gas Cylinders

OAC 1301:7-7-30 (C)(3)(c); OFC 3003.3.3
Securing compressedgas containers, cylinders

and tanks. Compressedjas containerscylinders
andtanksshallbe securedo preventfalling caused
by contact,vibrationor seismicactivity. Securingof

compressedyas containers,cylinders and tanks
shall be by one of the following methods:

(i) Securingcontainerscylindersandtanksto a
fixed object with one or more restraints.

(i) Securingcontainerscylindersandtankson a
cart or other mobile device designedfor the
movementof compressedascontainersgcylinders
or tanks.

(ili) Nesting of compressedgas containers,
cylindersandtanksat containerfilling or servicing
facilities or in seller'swarehousesot accessibléo
the public. Nesting shall be allowed providedthe
nestedcontainerscylindersor tanks,if dislodged,
do not obstruct the required means of egress.
(iv) Securing of compressedgas containers,
cylindersandtanksto or within a rack, framework,
cabinet or similar assembly designed for such use.

Exception: Compressedyascontainerscylinders
and tanksin the processof examination,filling,
transport or servicing.

Flammable Liquids

OAC 1301:7-7-34(A)(4); OFC 3401.4Permits.
Permitsshallberequiredassetforth in rule 1301:7-
7-01 of the Administrative Code. In accordance
with (E)(1)(a)(105.1.1) of rule 1301:7-7-01 of the
Administrative Code, permits required for the
installation, alterations to tanks, piping or



appurtenances, abandonment, removal or to place
temporarily out of service a stationary flammable
or combustible liquid storage tank shall be obtained
from the fire marshal when such permit is not
issued by another officer listed in Section 3737.14
of the Revised Code.

Exception: 4 stationary flammable or combustible
liquid storage tank with a capacity of 1,100 gallons
or less utilized for residential heating oil or
agricultural purposes.

OAC 1301:7-7-34(D)(3)(d)(ii); OFC 3404.3.4.2
Occupancy quantity limits. The following limits
for quantitiesof storedflammableor combustible
liquids shall not be exceeded:

(a) Group A occupanciesQuantitiesin Group A
occupanciesshall not exceedthat necessaryfor
demonstration, treatment, laboratory work,
maintenancgurposesand operationof equipment,
and shall not exceedquantitiesset forth in Table
2703.1.1(1) of rule 1301:7-7-27 of the
Administrative Code.

(f) Group M occupanciesQuantitiesin dining,

office, andschooluseswithin GroupM occupancies
shall not exceedthat necessaryor demonstration,
laboratory work, maintenancepurposesand

operation of equipment,and shall not exceed
guantitiesset forth in Table 2703.1.1(1)of rule

1301:7-7-27 of the Administrative Code. The

maximum allowable quantities for storagein

wholesale and retail sales areas shall be in

accordancevith paragraph (D)(3)(d)(i)(3404.3.4.1)
of this rule.

Pyrotechnics

OAC 1301:7-7-33(H)(1); OFC 3308.1Permit. 4
permit shall be obtained from the local fire official
and law enforcement officer of the jurisdiction for a
fireworks exhibition pursuant to the applicable
provisions of section 3743.54 of the Revised Code.
The permit shall bear the signatures of the fire
official and law enforcement official having
jurisdiction and the licensed exhibitor applying to
conduct the fireworks exhibition. The permit shall
identify the certified fire safety inspector, fire chief,
or fire prevention officer who will be present
before, during, and after the fireworks exhibition,
where appropriate.

OAC 1301:7-7-33(J)(1); OFC 3310.1 Storage.
The storageof fireworks at the exhibition site shall
complywith therequirement®f this paragraph and
NFPA 1123 as listed in rule 1301:7-7-45 of the
Administrative Code. All 1.3G fireworks to be used
at a fireworks exhibition shall be stored in an
approved magazine at the exhibition site until
immediately prior to their use. Such magazine shall
be located in an area approved by the local fire
official and shall meet the table of distances
requirements of this rule. Magazines shall be
constructed in accordance with this rule. No
fireworks may be acquired or stored by an exhibitor
until the permit for the specific exhibition that the
fireworks will be used at has been issued. Such
storage shall not exceed a period of seventy-two
hours prior to the start of the fireworks exhibition
as provided for in the approved permit unless all of
the following apply:

(a) The fire code official having jurisdiction over
the exhibition approves the extended time period for
storage as part of the exhibition permit.

(b) All fireworks are stored at the exhibition site as
that site is described in the permit.

(C) The fireworks stored at the exhibition site in
accordance with this rule shall only be those
fireworks approved by the fire code official having
Jjurisdiction as necessary for the specific exhibition
listed in the exhibition permit that describes the
extended storage period.

(d) The extended time period for storage shall not
exceed a maximum of fourteen days.

OAC 1301:7-7-33(K)(1); OFC 3311.14 permit
for pyrotechnic exhibition shall be obtained from
the local fire official of the jurisdiction for all
indoor or outdoor use of pyrotechnic special effects
at least five days in advance of the pyrotechnics
exhibition. Failure to submit the permit application
prior to five days in advance of the pyrotechnics
exhibition may result in denial of the application.

OAC 1301:7-7-33 (T)(1); OFC 3320.1
Application. Any person who wishes to be an
exhibitor of indoor, outdoor, theatrical, or special
effects fireworks or flame effects in this state shall
submit an application as prescribed by the fire



marshal for an annual license and a license fee of

fifty dollars.
